“How to locate a plant at the sale”

1. Refer to the plant handout and note the two numbers in front of the plant you are looking for.

· The first number (circled) is the light requirement of the plant.

· The second number is the plant number.
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@ 1. llex decidua ‘Paco’s’ - Paco’s Possumhaw Holly - A single or multi-trunked native, small ornamental tree where
the female is absolutely covered with showy, bright red berries all fall, winter, and early spring.





2. The sale site is divided into four sections, representing the four light requirements. All plants within a section are arranged in order by the plant numbers.

For example:

To find a plant that has the numbers ( and 18 in front of it: go to section 2 and look close to the beginning of that section for plant #18 (it will not be the 18th plant because all the plants #1-17 are not within this section.)

A plant with numbers ( and 98 would be located toward the end of section 2 since there are approximately120 plant names total.
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
